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Two soldiers died during translation maneuvers on the 

Lahn. 

 
Weilburg - Kirschhofen (zi). Two people killed yesterday afternoon an accident 

on the Lahn at Kirschhofen, a district of Weilburg. A total of 27 soldiers of the 

Fernspähkompanie 300 from Herbornseelbach had tried in three boats to cross 

the double weir at Kirschhofen, although there is a lock right next to it. Due to 

the heavy rains of the last days, the river at this point is particularly treacherous. 

Although strong vortexes formed before the double weir, the soldiers crossed 

over. Already the first boat had enormous difficulties, with two inmates went 

overboard, but were pulled by three young people, who observed the maneuver 

on the running parallel to the river Leinpfad, with a dog leash and a paddle to 

land. 

 

The second boat turned across the whirlpool and ran full of water, all the 

soldiers had to leave the dinghy. One of the men went under. He was missing 

last night. A second was recovered, but had already lost consciousness and died 

at the scene of the accident. The more than one hour resuscitation attempts of a 

doctor and members of the rescue service and the Weilburger fire department 

were in vain. Divers of the Bundeswehr searched for the missing person last 

night. 
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
